REGULATION FOR THE TITLES OF ARBITERS

OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA (2007-2011)
1. Introduction
1.1 Armenian chess arbiters can be titled
a) Republican Arbiter (RA)

b) First Rank Arbiter (FRA)

1.2 The Armenian Chess Federation (CFA) can also represent to the International Chess Federation (FIDE) more worthy and those arbiters’ candidates who have done according requirements to receive International Arbiter (IA) and Fide Arbiter (FA) titles.
2. Requirements for the titles of arbiter
2.1 Republican Arbiter title may be given to those who satisfy below mentioned (1-7) or (2-6, 8) points’ requirements.
1. Possession of at least first rank in chess sport
2. Knowledge of pairing programs confirmed by the FIDE Swiss Pairing Committee, Word, Excel and E-mail
3. Who have passed at least one seminar regarding RA program and have always been certified by the arbiters’ board of the CFA.
4. Strong knowledge of the Laws of “FIDE handbook” 
5. Thorough knowledge of the FIDE Regulations for chess competitions, the Swiss Pairing Systems. 
6. Skills to operate electronic chess clocks of different types and for different systems.
7. Experience as chief arbiter (at least two times) or deputy in at least six Republican events
 (at least three of them should be carried out through Swiss system).
8. Holding of International, National or FIDE Master (as well as Women International, National or FIDE Master) title and experience as chief arbiter at least three times (at least one of them should be carried out through Swiss system).

2.2 First Rank Arbiter title may be given to those who 

· possess at least first rank in chess sport,

· know pairing programs confirmed by the FIDE Swiss Pairing Committee, Word, Excel and E-mail,

· have passed at least one seminar regarding RA program and the other one regarding FRA program,

· know FIDE chess rules and Swiss Pairing Systems, 

· have experience as an arbiter in at least four Republican events.

2.3 Arbiter title may be given to those who 

· have passed at least one seminar regarding FRA program,

· know FIDE chess rules,

· know chess rules for Round Robin and Swiss Pairing Systems. 

2.4 One time in two years Republican and First Rank Arbiters should be certified by the Arbiters Committee of the Chess Federation of Armenia. Those arbiters, who have not been qualified, can’t be appointed as Chief Arbiter or deputy in Republican events during next two years.
3. Application procedure 

3.1 Arbiter titles are given by the Chess Federation of Armenia. Arbiter title application form, Arbiter norm report form must be submitted to the Arbiters Committee of the CFA. After Committee’s positive decision it will be represented to the board of the Chess Federation.
� Republican events are: 


Armenian all championships (men, women, juniors, girls, teams and etc.) including semifinals and qualified tournaments started from regional championships and Yerevan 1/8  tournament,


The tournaments which are rated and those international tournaments which are held in Armenia,


The semifinals of men and women championship of the Chess House named after T.Petrosian,


Other qualified tournaments which have regional sphere. 
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
